CALL FOR PARTICIPATION – Visiting teachers 

 
How do we explore and develop new modes of sensuous and poetic 

knowledge production in the educational system? 
 
Sisters Academy is a school in an imagined but potential world 
and society arising from the post-economical and ecological 
crisis. At Sisters Academy, the sensuous and poetic mode of 
being is at the center of all action and interaction. We 
explore and develop new modes of sensuous and poetic knowledge 
production in the educational system, and investigate how to 
collect data and evaluate the effect of these new modes. These 
questions are discussed and tested in practice at boarding 
school with local students from Sweden. We invite you to 
participate in various ways, as described below. 

Sisters Academy invites you to teach in a sensuous society 
Explore your role as a teacher within the new paradigm of 
knowledge in a sensuous society. Develop and evaluate forms of 
teaching within such a paradigm. How do we define a 
curriculum, and how do we evaluate progression if this 
curriculum is defined by our readiness to explore and absorb 
sense impressions? 
 
How can we define the way the teacher develops as a 
professional and engages with others in sensuous knowledge 
production? 
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Students and learning styles 
Engage in and explore the effects of different learning styles 
and their application. The sensuous boarding school 
environment encourages you to develop methodology in a range 
of learning styles - your inspiration guides you towards your 
goal. 
 
Let the students use their individual strengths and watch them 
grow by following or by leading. 
  
Apply your experiences 
Broaden the variation of sequences in your daily teaching by 
developing a sensitivity for new sense experiences. You may 
plan ahead, but what happens if you follow the spur of a 
moment? - a sudden impulse? - the contingency of the life in 
this quasi-magical school? 
 
Take part in fundamental research.  
What will a taxonomy of progression look like? We need to 
develop as professionals and as teachers, and so do our 
students. Will established taxonomies of progression apply, or 
does the new paradigm call for other measurements? 
 
How does evaluation work within the sensuous society? Does the 
notion of exams seem relevant? 
 
Working with fellow teachers allows you to discuss this. 

Your poetic self 
Every person has an inner life which guides them. At the 
boarding school, you have a chance to develop your poetic self 
- the guiding figure or inspirational working ground through 
which you meet the world.  
 
Finding this resonance room will give you new strengths and 
ideas when you are stuck or feeling stressed. It will help you 
develop new teaching methods which resonate with yourself and 
with the students at hand.  
 
The boarding school includes the participation of teachers 
from prior manifestations at certain periods, and explorations 
of the strength of the poetic self is common to every 
participant. 

Imagination 
Find inspiration through working with other teachers, 
performers and with students. The presence inherent to 
sensuousness constantly asks you to address what comes, to let 
thoughts pass which are superfluous, and to catch those which 
matter - here and now. 
 
At the boarding school you are a part of the collective 
inspirations of teaching staff, boarding school staff and 
students. The interaction of all and everyone is a constant 
source of ideas.
